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The 2009 season is almost here!  The NMSU Police 
Department has prepared this guide to help you get 
in and out of football games as easily as possible 
this year.  The map shows parking lot designations, 
as well as planned road closures.  If you are a 
member of the Winners Circle, AAF, Club A, 
and/or the Aggie Tailgate Experience, you are 
encouraged to approach the stadium from the west 
(coming from El Paseo/Union Ave. onto Stewart St. 
or Sam Steele Way to Wells Ave.) for the easiest 
access to your designated parking lot(s).  This route 
provides for quickest access and exit, giving you 
more time to enjoy the festivities.  
 
Additional tips for speedy access: 

·  Display your correct parking pass from your 
rearview mirror.  If you have two or more 
passes due to multiple memberships, please 
display only the one you wish to use. 

·  Use your turn signal as  
appropriate so officers can 
direct you accordingly. 

·  Take this map with you as  
a reference. 

·  Watch for officers and other event staff.
